Firstly, thank you to Natalie who once again stepped into the Treasurers role alongside her
elected role as Secretary following the sudden and unexpected resignation of the elected
Treasurer. Unfortunately, the role of Vice-President remained unfilled for the past year.
Executive members thank you for all that you put in throughout the year. Much was
achieved.

Over the past year we held our successful EAT events highlighting healthy food options from
Japan, Indonesia and Italy. From the interaction with students and feedback it was a very
successful program. The final grant report was sent to Healthway in December and
accepted. Thank you, Amy, for leading this initiative and for the many hours that you put in to
make it so successful.

The other big change for the P&C was the hand over of the management of the canteen in
October 2025. During the past few years, the P&C worked hard to successfully improve the
running and financial performance of the canteen putting in many hours of work. With the
dwindling number of P&C volunteers and the increasing complexity of running a medium
sized business with a volunteer management it was decided that it was time for the P&C to
hand over the management of the canteen. Metro Canteens were the successful applicant. It
is a credit to both the canteen and its staff that there was a seamless handover. This
ensures the ongoing provision of a canteen to our students at KSHS.

This year it is hoped that the P&C can contribute to other projects that provide benefits for
our students and school community. One project already in discussion is the funding of a
drink fountain.
